Graphite Required:
	Any variety of pencils, 2B, HB, B, 4B, etc
	Erasers such as those listed below

Charcoal Required:
Vine or willow charcoal
General’s charcoal pencils in Extra Hard, Hard, Medium and White. 
                    (Soft or Primo pencils optional)
Compressed charcoal sticks
“Tuff Stuff” or Faber-Castell Perfection Eraser Pencils
Kneaded eraser
Large fluffy paintbrush or make-up brush
18” x 24” or larger Masonite or hardboard (This is for use as a drawing board. I recommend a simple piece of board from an art or hardware store rather than drawing boards with handles, attached clips, or rubber bands.)
Masking tape
Recommended:
Dividers (Similar to a compass but with two pointy ends, and no graphite lead.)
Black Pan Pastel and trowel tool (Helpful for covering large areas.)
Paper stumps
Ink:
Winsor & Newton calligraphy ink (not drawing ink) in sepia and/or black
Winsor & Newton watercolor tubes in sepia and/or black
Nib holder and #512 Bowl Pointed nib
Size 6, 4, and 2 round watercolor brushes
Small dish or cup

Paper:
18”x24” or larger sheets of sturdy paper. I recommend white, off white, or cream for graphite or ink, and tones of tan or gray for charcoal drawings. Canson Mi Tientes for all media or Daler-Rowney Canford Card for charcoal are good options.
