Private Lesson Payment and Cancelation Policies
1. Lesson tuition is $40 per hour. This fee guarantees a one hour private lesson each week, always at the same scheduled time. Arrangements for 1.5-2hr lessons (encouraged for painting students) or meeting more or less frequently than every week are available upon request.
2. Lessons will occur at the studio at 1427 West 9th St, Suite 302, Kansas City, MO 64101. Lessons at other locations are available on certain days and times for a $20 per lesson fee.
[bookmark: _GoBack]3.  Monthly tuition is due at the first lesson of every month. This payment will guarantee 4 lesson appointments within that month.
4. I will credit your account for lessons I cannot provide. If I cancel your lesson or if there is a holiday or inclement weather, you will not be charged for that lesson. When possible, we may reschedule missed lessons at a mutually agreeable time.
5. Cancelled or missed lessons will not be refunded. Under no circumstances will no-show lessons be rescheduled; payment is still due. In the case of illness or other unforeseen circumstances, I will make an effort to schedule a make-up lesson in the same month, but please be aware that very few time slots for make-ups are currently available. Regardless, payment is still due and non-refundable. An exception is made for any lessons that will be missed that I am notified of two weeks prior to the beginning of the month in which the missed lessons will occur, such as with family vacations, etc. Payment is not due for missed lessons with this advanced notice.
6. Please plan to arrive to your lesson on time. I am not able to adjust your lesson time if you are late.
7. Two weeks (fourteen days) notice is required to discontinue.  Tuition payment is required for all lesson appointments that fall within 14 days after your notice of discontinuation is received. Failure to provide proper notice to does not excuse tuition payment for any lesson appointments that are held for you.
8. I reserve the right to discontinue lessons should a student's payments or attendance become inconsistent or sporadic.
